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‘Her practical, concrete mind is centred on the
water in the well. Jesus, as if oblivious of her
practical concerns, speaks of the living waters of
grace. Since their discourses fail to meet, Jesus
touches upon the most painful moment of her life:
her irregular marital situation. This recognition of
her frailty immediately opens her mind to the
mystery of God, and she then asks about prayer.
When she follows the invitation to believe in Jesus
as the Messiah, she is filled with grace and is quick
to share her discovery with those in her own town.’
